A CHANGE IN THE SCHOOL TO BE ATTENDED AFTER YOUR APPLICATION IS SUBMITTED MAY RESULT IN TERMINATION OF YOUR APPLICATION.  SHOULD YOU CHANGE YOUR SCHOOL OF CHOICE AFTER BEING AWARDED A SCHOLARSHIP THE AWARD MAY BE RESCINDED.  IN ADDITION, A $50 FEE WILL BE ASSESSED IF YOU REQUEST A REISSUED CHECK DUE TO LOSS OF ORIGINAL CHECK OR CHANGE OF OTHER INFORMATION.  

Scholarship Recipients will be notified in writing approximately 30 days after the application deadline.

2) Official transcript with school seal (can be sent directly from school if necessary, but must be received by the Foundation on or before May 1, 2012);  
3) A recent wallet size photograph (for publicity/identification purposes). 

Only completed application packets (including photograph) will be accepted for consideration.  The Parent Financial Information and Transcript may be placed in sealed and signed envelopes for confidentiality purposes, but MUST be included with the Application packet.  Incomplete Application packets will not be considered.

2) Involvement in school, athletic and community service;
3) A minimum ACT score of 27 and/or SAT score of 1800 (includes writing section);
